Your telephone has a durable plastic
casing that should retain its luster for
many years. Clean it only with a dry non-
abrasive cloth.

Storage

When you are not going to use the
telephone for some time, unplug the
adapter(s), and remove the rechargeable
battery from the handset. Store the
telephone base, the handset, the
charger(s) and the adapter(s) in a cool
and dry place.

Disconnect the telephone line cord from
your telephone and connect it to another
telephone. If there is no dial fone on

that other telephone either, then the
telephone line cord may be defective. Try
installing a new telephone line cord.

If changing the telephone line cord does
not help, the wall jack (or the wiring to this
wall jack) may be defective. Contact your
telephone service provider.

You may be using a new cable or VoIP
service, the existing felephone jacks in
your home may no longer work. Contact
your service provider for solutions.

| cannot dial out.

Make sure there is a dial fone before
dialing. It is normal if the handset takes

a second or two to synchronize with the
telephone base before producing a dial
tone. Wait an extra second before dialing.

Eliminate any background noise. Mute
the handset before dialing, or dial from
another room in your home with less
background noise.
